GOOD KIDS IN A BAD WORLD
2 Timothy 3:12-17 (NKJV)
12 Yes, and all who desire to live godly in Christ Jesus will suffer
persecution. * But evil men and 1mpost0rs will grow worse and
worse, deceiving and being deceived. '* But you must continue in
the things which you have learned and been assured of, knowing
from whom you have learned them, * and that from childhood you

Third, there’s correction: what we need to do right.
Fourth, instruction in godly living.
Five, it equips us to serve God.
