ONE BLOOD 
Acts 17:22-31 (NKJV)  
22  Then Paul stood in the midst of the Areopagus and said, "Men of Athens, I 
perceive that in all things you are very religious; 23  for as I was passing through 
and considering the objects of your worship, I even found an altar with this in-
scription: TO THE UNKNOWN GOD. Therefore, the One whom you worship 
without knowing, Him I proclaim to you: 24  God, who made the world and eve-
rything in it, since He is Lord of heaven and earth, does not dwell in temples 
made with hands. 25  Nor is He worshiped with men's hands, as though He needed 
anything, since He gives to all life, breath, and all things. 26  And He has made 
from one blood every nation of men to dwell on all the face of the earth, and has 
determined their preappointed times and the boundaries of their dwellings, 27  so 
that they should seek the Lord, in the hope that they might grope for Him and 
find Him, though He is not far from each one of us; 28  for in Him we live and 
move and have our being, as also some of your own poets have said, 'For we are 
also His offspring.' 29  Therefore, since we are the offspring of God, we ought not 
to think that the Divine Nature is like gold or silver or stone, something shaped 
by art and man's devising. 30  Truly, these times of ignorance God overlooked, 
but now commands all men everywhere to repent, 31  because He has appointed a 
day on which He will judge the world in righteousness by the Man whom He has 
ordained. He has given assurance of this to all by raising Him from the dead." .

I. ONE RACE 
*Darwin and Racism 
Stephen J Gould: “Biological arguments for racism may have been common be-
fore 1859, but they increased by orders of magnitude following the acceptance of 
evolutionary theory.”  
*What is a race?  
Revelation 5:9 (NLT2)  
9  And they sang a new song with these words: “You are worthy to take the scroll 
and break its seals and open it. For you were slaughtered, and your blood has 
ransomed people for God from every tribe and language and people and nation.  
II. THE BIBLE SHOWS THERE IS ONE RACE 
1. All humans are descended from Adam and Eve.   
1 Corinthians 15:45 (NLT2)  
The Scriptures tell us, “The first man, Adam, became a living person.” But the 
last Adam—that is, Christ—is a life-giving Spirit.  
2. We have all descended from Noah and his sons Shem, Ham, and Japheth.  
Genesis 9:18-19 (NLT2)  
18  The sons of Noah who came out of the boat with their father were Shem, Ham, 
and Japheth. (Ham is the father of Canaan.) 19  From these three sons of Noah 
came all the people who now populate the earth.  



3. God scattered the people at the Tower of Babel because of their united 
rebellion against Him. 
Genesis 11:8-9 (NLT2)  
8  In that way, the LORD scattered them all over the world, and they 
stopped building the city. 9  That is why the city was called Babel, be-
cause that is where the LORD confused the people with different lan-
guages. In this way he scattered them all over the world.   
III. SCIENCE SHOWS THERE’S ONE RACE 
*Skin pigment called melanin which comes through our genetics deter-
mines skin color, eye color, and hair color.

1 John 4:7 (GW)
